2008 Memberships

The fee for an annual family membership for 2008 will remain $100. The Board feels this amount is a relative bargain compared to other shooting venues throughout the state.  We are able to keep the yearly membership this low if we continue to have good weekly participation form members, donations from outside sources and successful events like skeet and trap shoots as well as participation in events like the club shoot and the Fun-D shoot.  

If you have not already done so, please renew your membership for 2008.  We have various improvement projects ongoing right now and the money can be put to good use.  

The board has also voted to keep the current round fees at $4.50 per round, subject to review at a later time. Thus, WS&T members have seen no increase in membership rates or round fees in several years.  Your continued shooting makes this possible.

NON-MEMBER RATE CHANGE

The Board of WS&T has voted to change the charges for non-member rates starting January 1, 2008.  For tax purposes, it will benefit the club if all shooters of WS&T are classified as “members”.  Thus, any person shooting at WS&T that is not a regular, life, student or senior member must pay a daily fee of $10 to become a member for that day.  The non-member will be required to pay the “daily member fee” prior to shooting and must also provide a valid name and address.  Daily members paying the $10 fee will then be charged the same rates as members per round (currently $4.50).  Daily members will not retain any other benefits of membership (no voting rights, no newsletters, no ability to shoot in the club shoot, etc).  We still encourage any non-member to consider joining WS&T to support one of the best gun club’s in the county.
