What began as a discussion in early spring 2007 has become a reality before the spring of 2008.  Through the construction project partnership with TSSA, Waco Skeet & Trap and private donors the rebuilding of 12 skeet fields at Waco has become a reality.  Construction began in late November and has progressed rapidly.  At the time of this newsletter all skeet houses on fields 1-12 have been completely demolished, rebuilt, rewired and re-painted.  All of the Matarelli skeet machines are back in the houses and PAID FOR!  Fields 5,6 & 7 have new storage tunnels with roll-up doors.  All field stakes have been repaired or replaced and repainted.  New center stakes will be in place prior to the Bradshaw Memorial this May.  The gun racks have been powder coated and have been refurbished.  Field benches will be repaired and repainted in the next few weeks.  The fields and houses look great.

The negotiations could not have gone more smoothly.
