New Waco Format…. Please read this very carefully!

The Plan;


We are going to have two shoots this year (the February Classic in February and the SPRING target BREAK in March) that will be 4 gun events, but they will only be 50 targets per gun.

We will shoot the 12 gauge and the 28 gauge in the morning. There will be a lunch break and then we will shoot the 20 gauge and the .410 in the afternoon. There will be two rotations so you will get a 45 minute break between guns. Shooting will start at 9:00am, rotations will be 45 minutes long, and shoot offs will begin at 4:00pm.

All of the usual concurrents and options will be available. That includes a HOA event.

Advantages;


Here are some of the advantages:

· Now you can go to a 4 gun shoot and not have to spend two days shooting the events.

· The cost to the shooter will be almost cut in half, but the opportunity to win the same size purse will still be there.

· You will still be eligible to win EXACTLY the same amount of points in one day that it would normally take you two days to win. This includes HOA points.

Disadvantages;


The only thing I can think of is if a club were to use this format in an unethical way. That is to say that a club used this format on consecutive days instead of having a regular 400 target, 2 day shoot. They could double the amount of points won at a shoot by doing this, but I do not believe it is an ethical thing to do. Hopefully, if this were to happen, NSSA would step in and put an end to it.

Example;


First off, lets assume that there are the same number of shooters at this event as there would be if it were a two day 400 target shoot. For our example we will say there are 100 shooters.


Your entry fee will be $25.00 per event plus daily fees (which will now be $2.50 per gun), and whatever options you choose to play (options cost extra at any shoot so we wont figure that in, but they will be the same price as always so you are shooting for the same return as always).


If there are 28 shooters in your class in the 12 gauge, the payout is going to be the same as it would be at a two day, 400 target shoot ($280.00 back to your class in the 12 gauge event). As long as shooters show up, and we return the same amount to class, everything pays out the same! It just happens in ½ the time.


Pay outs will also remain the same for the HOA event. All of the money paid into the HOA will go back to class, and the purses will be the same as they would be at a 400 target shoot as long shooters show up to support this format.

What about POINTS ???


Nothing will change, you will have the opportunity to win the same amount of points in a one day shoot that you normally would at a two day, 400 target shoot! This includes HOA points!


Points earned in any event, including HOA, are not based on how many targets you shoot. They are based on how well you shoot and how many AA/AAA shooters there are at the shoot. The NSSA rule book states that for a shoot to report a HOA event it must shoot at least 3 different guns (not to include doubles), there must be at least 50 targets in each gun, and there must be a total of at least 200 targets. All of those guidelines being satisfied, YOU WILL HAVE THE OPPORTUNITY TO WIN THE SAME AMOUNT OF MONEY AND THE SAME AMOUNT OF POINTS IN ONE DAY THAT IT WOULD NORMALLY TAKE YOU TWO DAYS AND TWICE THE ENTRY FEE TO WIN!

How can Waco Skeet & Trap do this and still come out financially?

As an example, lets say the club normally keeps $30.00 of a $40.00 entry (in the one day format the club would be keeping $15.00 from a $25.00 entry). The $30.00 is used to pay all of the overhead for the shoot and if there is anything left over, it is profit for the club. Most of the money for overhead is used to pay for: 

· Referees for two days.

· Referee rooms for at least one night.

· Trap help for two days.

· Shoot management for two days.

· Club employees for two days.

· Added money for the shoot.

We think that by cutting the overhead in half, the club will be able to come out with about the same amount of profit that they would on a 400 target shoot. The only question mark for the club is whether or not shooters will come and support an event like this.

Our invitation to you is…Come and help us find out how it will work. The only way we will know for sure is to try it. If we all do, we will know if it is a good idea for the shooter, and if it is something the club can live with.

Here is a rotation table for the two shoots that will use the new format. (NOTICE – If enough shooters sign up we will change this rotation schedule to a three rotation format.)

       Shoot Offs will start at 4:00 or as soon as the .410 event is completed.


Come on, let’s give it a try. We have all had times when we really wanted to go to a shoot, but we just didn’t have enough time to get away for the weekend, or we really didn’t want to spend the whole weekend away from home, or maybe we just didn’t want to drop another $ 250.00 + for a weekend of shooing. This could be a great idea, especially for early season, and late season shoots.


If you can’t sign up for these shoots, at least let me know what you think about the idea.
